TRAVELLING BY CAR
The Priestfield Stadium is easily accessible 
by car, and sits within a 15-minute drive of 
M2 junctions one and four, as well as the A2, 
Medway Tunnel and A289. Priestfield Stadium 
signs are along routes into the ground from all 
directions.  

PARKING 
There is no available parking at, or outside the 
stadium, on matchdays. However, there is parking 
available at the nearby Woodlands Academy 
(postcode: ME7 2DU) and Our Lady of Gillingham 
Church (postcode: ME7 1YL) and Barnsole 
Primary School (ME7 2JG). Both are within a ten 
minute walk of the stadium.

TRAIN TRAVEL
Hourly trains on Southeastern’s High Speed 
service depart from London St Pancras at 20 
minutes past the hour, with a scheduled journey 
time to Gillingham of around 45 minutes. As 
this is Southeastern’s flagship service, tickets 
cost more than those to Gillingham from other 
London termini.

Southeastern trains to Gillingham depart from 
London Victoria at 10 and 40 minutes past the 
hour (journey time around 50 minutes) and 
42 minutes past the hour (journey time around 
70 minutes).
  
Thameslink trains to Gillingham depart from 
London Blackfriars at 11 and 41 minutes past 
the hour (journey time around 90 minutes). 
These trains also stop enroute at London Bridge, 
from where they depart at 18 and 48 minutes 
past the hour.
 
In addition, for midweek matches, Southeastern 
trains to Gillingham depart London Cannon 
Street at 16:45, 17:14, 17:44 and 18:15. These 
trains also stop enroute at London Bridge, 

from where they depart four minutes after the 
Cannon Street departure times.
  
There are frequently weekend engineering works, 
with changes to timetables and replacement 
buses. Please check before travelling.
  
Upon leaving Gillingham station turn left on to 
Balmoral Road, and follow it to the end of the 
road. Home supporters should then turn left onto 
Gillingham Road and then take the first right onto 
Linden Road (parallel to the Sainsbury’s Local store). 
  
Follow that to the end, and then turn right onto 
Redfern Avenue, upon which you will be greeted 
by the Priestfield Stadium’s Magnus Search 
Medway Stand.

25 JOE TAYLOR // Age 20Joe is on loan for the season from Luton Town, whom he joined from Peterborough United in January. He scored in his first two appearances for Colchester, in an the EFL Cup tie at Cardiff and a 2-1 league defeat at Bradford City a fortnight ago.

42 JAYDEN FEVRIER // Age 23Jayden joined the U’s after being released by West Ham’s academy in July 2022. He made Colchester’s matchday squad for the first time in the 1-0 win at Gillingham on Boxing Day last year, with his first appearance coming as a substitute against AFC Wimbledon three days later.

48 BRADLEY IHIONVIEN // Age 19Bradley progressed through Colchester’s academy and made his first-team debut in April 2022, coming on as a substitute for John Akinde in a 2–0 victory at Hartlepool United. He had a loan spell in the Isthmian League North Division with Malden and Tiptree last season.
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HEAD COACH
BEN GARNER

Born in Pembury in May 1980, Ben Garner began coaching youngsters at Crystal Palace's academy in 2004. Progressing through the age ranges, he coached the likes of Wilfried Zaha, Aaron Wan-Bissaka and our own Jonny Williams. Ian Holloway promoted Garner to first team coach in 2012, and he remained in that role under Neil Warnock, Tony Pulis and Alan Pardew.   Upon leaving 'The Eagles' in 2015, Ben was re-united with Pulis at West Bromwich Albion. After a spell in India, Garner spent a year as manager at Bristol Rovers (2019/20), before moving to Swindon Town in July 2021.   After losing out in the play-offs, Ben started the 2022/23 season at Charlton Athletic, before moving on during 'The Addicks' takeover. Garner brought his attacking, possession based blend of football to Colchester United, taking over in March 2023. Ben earned his UEFA Pro Licence in 2014, gaining experience with Jose Mourinho at Chelsea.
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OWNER
ROBBIE COWLING

Robbie Cowling has provided the management with a 'top six budget' in a bid to end perceived 'underperformance', he told a recent fans' forum.  The Essex based businessman bought Colchester United from Peter Heard, the previous owner, in September 2006. Cowling was born in December 1960 and is Essex based.   Robbie had initially been involved with Colchester United as the owner of the club's main sponsor, Jobserve, which he co-founded in 1993. The company runs an employment website and, despite being based in Tiptree, Essex, it has offices worldwide. Cowling remains the Managing Director of the company.

IN BRIEF

HOME GROUND
JOBSERVE COMMUNITY STADIUM

The £14m JobServe Community Stadium (Colchester Community Stadium) has been the home to Colchester United since relocating from Layer Road in 2008.
  With a capacity of 10,105, the record attendance at the ground was 10,064 for the League One visit of Norwich City in January 2010.
  As with many modern stadia, the four stands are similar in design. Away fans are housed in the North Stand, whilst the East Stand is a designated family enclosure. The West (main) Stand is slightly bigger than the rest of the stands and includes a row of Executive Boxes and Corporate Hospitality areas.
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Q: What made you choose 
Gillingham as the place where 
you wanted to play football?

A: “The main thing for me was 
that I was born in Kent. My dad 
was born in Wales but I was 
born in Kent and Gillingham is 
the only Football League team 
in Kent.
  “To be playing for the team 
close to home, being from 
Tonbridge, gives me a sense of 
playing for my home team. It 
feels slightly different when you 
step out on the pitch playing for 
Gillingham.
  “I also knew all about the 
manager having played against 
him and his teams. He has 
always done well.”

Q: You started your career 
not too far away from here at 
Crystal Palace and have played 
in the Premier League. Talk us 
through the early stages of your 
career.

JW
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A: “I was at Tonbridge Angels 
for about six months and I 
got picked up when I was just 
eight years old by Palace. I was 
fortunate enough to earn one-
year contracts at the end of each 
year, I moved to the under 14s 
and under 16s where you can 
get a scholarship and that turned 
into a professional contract and I 
made my debut when I was 17.
  “I had a season in the 
Championship and in the second 
season achieved promotion 
to the Premier League. It all 
happened really quickly and I 
was in the Premier League when 
I was about 19.
  “When you are younger you 
don’t play with fear; you don’t 
know what fear is.”

Q: And you twice went to the 
Euros and a World Cup with 
Wales. That must have been 
special?

A: “I was picked up at about 14 
when I was at Palace and went 
down to a trial match in Wales, 
and that is where it started 
really.
  “It was North v South Wales 
and I was the Englishman in the 
squad. I got put on the South 
Wales team and I was in the 
squads ever since.
  “I had a conversation with 
Stuart Pearce before I got called 
up to Gary Speed’s Wales senior 

squad. He was checking that 
I definitely wanted to play for 
Wales because once you have a 
senior cap you can’t change. It 
didn’t take long to make up my 
mind and I never looked back.
  “I achieved things I never 
dreamed of as a kid, playing 
in the semi-final of a Euro 
tournament and scoring goals at 
international level and going to a 
World Cup.”

Q: Talk to me about Gary Speed, 
who is sadly no longer with us. 
What kind of legacy has he left 
behind?

A: “Gary Speed managed 
to create a bond and a 
togetherness. He injected so 
much professionalism in the 
Wales squad.
  “The way Gary had us playing 
and the style of football and 
getting the results as well, you 
could see it was the start of 
something special.
  “He was a lovely man with a 
lovely family and it was awful 
what happened.
  “When the news came out, 
everyone was in utter shock. 
What the Welsh team achieved 
was what he had started to 
create. I am sure he would have 
been proud of what we went 
on to achieve.”

Q: Earlier this year you decided 

to retire from international 
football. It can’t have been an 
easy decision to make?

A: “In football, sometimes, when 
the time feels right, I think you 
listen to your head. It was a 
tough decision because I have 
had some of the best times of 
my life for Wales. I would miss 
club games if I went away for 
international matches.
  “Everything is about timing 
and the timing felt right. I had 
achieved everything and more. I 
have no regrets, I’m just left with 
a lot of pride.”

Q: Gillingham are top and 
today’s opponents Colchester 
are bottom. How important is 
it that you treat this fixture in 
exactly the same way and don’t 
show any complacency? 

A: “We have had an amazing 
start to win four out of four, 
with the clean sheets. We have 
played in different ways and 
we have had to adapt to each 
opponent. 
  “It’s so early in the season 
and you have to be respectful 
of every team you come up 
against. There are no easy 
games. The table can be 
misguiding at times but we 
are full of confidence and I 
believe we can win any game 
in League Two.”
